With a qualification in primary teaching 
you will be eligible to apply for provisional 
teacher registration. With our degree and 
graduate diploma qualifications you will be 
eligible to earn a salary at degree level or 
higher in the new Zealand school system.

You will be qualified to teach at primary and 
intermediate school level from new entrants 
to Year 8. it is also possible to apply for 
some secondary teaching positions. You can 
also go on to postgraduate-level study and 
research.

The huarahi Māori specialisation qualifies 
you to teach in bilingual and Māori medium 
settings, and mainstream schools.

While most graduates go on to teach in new 
Zealand and overseas schools, a qualification 
in teaching together with the skills you gain 
in organisation, planning and management 
can also lead to opportunities in other 
education-related careers.
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Studying to become a physical education teacher is an opportunity 
to make a career out of your interest in physical education, health 
education, physical activity and sport. Our PE degree qualifies you 
to teach physical education and health education to students at 
secondary school level (typically age 13 – 18-year-olds) and is the 
only Bachelor of Physical Education degree in New Zealand that 
incorporates a teaching degree.

Foundation Programme 

“I left school at 16 and started a hairdressing apprenticeship, but after nearly seven years in the 
industry I found myself wanting a more challenging and rewarding career. 

“My mother, who is also a teacher, suggested that I do a foundation programme at the University 
of Auckland as I didn’t have university entrance. I thought this would give me a great opportunity 
to see what ‘uni life’ was about and if this was something I wanted to pursue. 

“The Foundation Certificate Tohu Tūāpapa Mātauranga was life changing for me. I am Māori 
and have spent my entire life in Auckland removed from my Marae, tikanga Māori and Te Reo 
Māori. Through the programme I was able to learn about my culture in a positive and nurturing 
environment and found confidence in knowing who I was and where I am from.

“I learned tools that have been invaluable in my current studies such as essay writing, how to 
use the library, referencing and note taking — all the things that made me very nervous as I 
contemplated study after time in the workforce.”

Lucy Matene (Ngā Puhi, Ngāti Mutunga) completed the Foundation Certificate Tohu Tūāpapa 
Mātauranga and is now studying for a Bachelor of Education (Teaching) Primary specialisation.

Our foundation certificates are designed to help you meet the academic entry requirements needed to 
study at the Faculty of Education and Social Work. They provide opportunities to develop your learning 
and study skills so you can be confident to start degree-level study. If you choose the Tohu Tūāpapa 
Mātauranga foundation certificate, you will also develop your proficiency in Te Reo Māori and knowledge of 
tikanga Māori.

Please note that to apply for either of these 
certificates you must:
Be a new Zealand citizen or a permanent 
resident of new Zealand
and
have completed ncea Level 2 at a new 
Zealand secondary school or its equivalent
or
Be over 20 years of age.
Personal references and an interview are part 
of the selection process.
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How do you get in?
To enrol for a degree programme at the University of Auckland you must have a university entrance 
qualification and be selected into a programme. The following outlines the different university entrance 
pathways for undergraduate study (bachelors degrees) and Faculty of Education and Social Work selection 
criteria.

•	 an a Level counts as two subject units. Where a student has studied 
more than six subject units the best six scores will be used.

•	 a cie rank score may differ from the UcaS Tariff used for university 
entrance because only syllabuses that contribute to university entrance 
are used for ranking (Thinking Skills and the general Paper will be 
excluded).

Special Admission
if you are over 20 on the first day of the semester you plan to commence

Undergraduate Targeted Admissions Scheme (UTAS)
The University has a range of admission schemes to improve access 
into higher education for equity groups. UTaS is the University’s 
undergraduate targeted admission scheme for eligible Māori, Pacific, 
students with disabilities, students from refugee backgrounds (SrB), 
and students from low socio-economic backgrounds (low SeB). For 
the purpose of UTaS “low SeB” applicants are school leavers from a 
low decile (1,2 or 3) school. UTaS reserves a number of places in our 
undergraduate programmes for these students who have met the 
University entrance (Ue) standard but do not met the guaranteed entry 
score for the programme of their choice.

Interview: You will be invited to attend a group interview where you will be assessed for suitability for the profession, as well as your potential to succeed in 
your studies. BPe applicants will have a practical assessment as part of the interview (information will be sent to you). The invitation to the interview will be 
sent to you via email.  Interviews will run from June 2015

Police check: You will complete a Police check consent form at the time of the interview. You will need to bring with you a passport Or original birth 
certificate anD drivers licence Or 18+ card for identification.

Academic integrity requirement: Please note that all undergraduate and postgraduate students admitted for the first time to a programme at the 
University are required to take an online academic integrity course.

Programme induction days 2016
Once you are enrolled in a programme you will be notified about the 
compulsory induction day for your programme. This is usually during 
the week before lectures start.

First you need to apply
go to www.apply.auckland.ac.nz and complete the application for admission. 
if you haven’t already, you’ll be asked to sign up for a new account. it’s easy, and 
you’ll soon be underway in making your application.

applicants who are in their final year in secondary school should apply before 
their results are released.

Late applications submitted may be considered after the closing date if places 
are available. it is advisable, however, to apply for the programmes that you 
might wish to study well before the closing date.

You will receive an acknowledgement email asking you to provide certified 
documents (and in some cases to complete other requirements*) before your 
application can be assessed. You may need to attend a literacy and numeracy 
assessment and/or interview as requested.

See pg. 21 for details. (note: the faculty may not invite all applicants to an 
interview).

You can check your application status online at any time. Documents can take 
3-4 weeks to process during peak admission periods. Some of your documents 
might take longer to process than others.

Your final offer of a place depends on two things: your admission to the 
University (which for school leavers may depend on your final school results) and 
your assessment by the relevant faculty.

if your application is successful, we’ll email you an offer with instructions on how 
to accept the offer.**

*For some programmes, you may be required to submit supplementary information (eg, a police 
consent form) or to attend an interview.

**If you are not offered a place in the programme(s) of your choice, you will receive an email 
outlining alternative options.
