INFORMATION FOR USERS OF NUMERIC PAGERS AND PERSONS CALLING THEM

CALLING PARTY

To call a read out pager i.e. for someone to ring you:

1. Dial 932 – wait for continuous tone.

Enter the pager number i.e. 
Waikato Hospital= 20XXX
2. Enter function digit “1”.

YOU NOW HAVE TWO OPTIONS:

3. Enter the extension number followed by the # key e.g.


Waikato Hospital= 20000 1 98127 # 

OR
If you want to include your pager number:  

Enter the extension number, asterix (*) then your pager number 

e.g.
Waikato Hospital= 20000 1 98127 * 20213 #

4. Wait to hear an acceptance tone (bleep, bleep then continuous tone).

5. Replace phone receiver.

CALLED PARTY

How to respond to your read out pager:

1. CONTINOUS SHORT BLEEPS – display reads

NB:  All calls will have the time displayed indicating time of call.

2. FOUR SHORT FAST BLEEPS IN CONTINUOUS BURSTS – display reads 

99777

= Emergency - Call 99777 immediately
