Postgraduate Poster Competition 2016
The Faculty of Science would like to invite all students who are currently enrolled in postgraduate research in Science to enter the 2016 Postgraduate Poster Competition, 26 August - 07 September.  The prizes are $1500 for first, $1000 for second and a third prize of $500.  In addition, there will be five awards of $200 each.  The best 20 posters from Science will be entered into Exposure and will be eligible to win further prizes.  

Exposure 

The Faculty Poster Competition is a precursor to the Postgraduate Student Association (PGSA) Exposure Poster Competition.  The PGSA requires that all posters destined for Exposure are entered into the Science Faculty pre-competition.  In addition to the poster presentation, the categories for Exposure include an oral presentation, multimedia presentation and live performance.  Science students are welcome to enter any of these. The Poster guidelines 
Posters larger or smaller than A1 size will not be accepted into the Faculty of Science Postgraduate poster competition.

Posters are to be static, no moving images with the help of a smartphone or tablet will be allowed. If your poster has moving parts or images please consider entering the Variety Showcase as part of Exposure instead.

Successful posters strike a balance between academic content, visualisation of research and appeal to a broad audience. The design of the poster must be the student’s own work.
It is preferred that the posters are landscape A1 but you can submit portrait A1 poster if you wish.  
You must include your name and department on the poster (the poster will not be included in the competition if missing any of these details).
Submitting your poster

Firstly, register your poster by filling out the following form and clicking submit. https://goo.gl/forms/xzJTg6heFNxwtR5q2
Once you’ve done that, please drop your poster into the Science Student Centre no later than 4.00pm Friday 26th August.  Late entries will not be accepted after 4.00pm, nor will the entries that haven’t been registered online first by the deadline. This will be checked.

The Faculty of Science will cover the cost of printing one poster per student.  Posters can be printed through the National Institute of Creative Arts and Industries (NICAI).  They will be printed on Jet Pro Satin that does not require laminating.

Please follow the bullet point instructions. See the help!, Stuck Don’t panic or Top Tips areas of the site if you have a problem. All the information is available on the site. You must use the site to request a print.
 
Adobe illustrator is an ideal software for making posters. If you do not have this software you can use the NICAI computer labs (building 421,526). At peak times (midday to mid-afternoon) the labs can get very busy but there are always plenty of computers available in the morning and late afternoon. 
 
It is not recommended to use PowerPoint as there may be some inconsistencies in your files and prints. Please refer to the website for file specifications.  http://lfp.creative.auckland.ac.nz/nicai-large-format-print-centre/file-specifications/
Important – You must flatten your file before saving. 
 
Posters may be collected from outside the NICAI Print Centre on Level 2 of the Architecture Building between 9am-5pm Monday to Friday. The open hours of the Print Centre are 1pm-5pm. Turn around times vary. Please have your request and file to the print centre at least one day prior to the final hand in.
 
If you do not fill in the FoS poster competition form you will be charged for your print. 
If you wish to print your poster somewhere else the Faculty will reimburse the expenses of the printing and laminating up to $40.  Reimbursement will only be made on proof of a receipt.  Please email Lauren Collins on l.collins@auckland.ac.nz for a payment slip.
The top 20 winning posters will be delivered to the PGSA to be entered into Exposure following the Science Competition.  All others will be sent back to departments for students to collect.
The Abstract 
All entries for the Faculty of Science Poster Competition require an abstract.  It must be submitted to your supervisor (they need to email it to Lauren Collins l.collins@auckland.ac.nz by 4.00pm, Friday 26th August.  If your poster gains a place in the FoS Poster Competition the abstract will be sent through to Exposure and will be published in the official Exposure programme.  
The abstract should be a maximum of 300 words and it must include the title, your name and department.  You may wish to divide it into sections e.g: Background, Objectives, Methods, Results and Discussion. The abstract must be text only (no diagrams etc). 
All entrants are invited to the prize giving function on Wednesday 07 September at 4pm, in the foyer of the basement of building 303.
